(Baseball socks from sporting goods store are long & great for this.)  Can cut red, forked tongue out of ribbon & pin to sock toe.  With hand in toe, make mouth open & close, exposing ribbon tongue.



banana, medium size fruit, &grapefruit-  O, T, V 


Take fruit &, with your hand in sock top, create a boa constrictor mouth.  Students’ eyes widen as they watch the snake “eat fruit”.  Feel the fruit inside the snake’s “stomach”.

Check local library for books on St. Pat’s Day, & also Primary Grade teachers for celebration ideas.
