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OCTOBER THEMES- 


Try to incorporate use of “human switches”.  Eye shift, hand reach, pressing switch, etc. should start action figure, sound production, etc.


1.  Black/Orange Colors-
black beans= A,T,V

oranges= O,T,V

bumpy, smooth orange squashes= T,V 

big, little pumpkins= T,V

nasturtiums & other flowers= O,T,V

mesquite charcoal in zip lock bag= A,O,T,V

balloons & punch balls (watch as blow up)= A,O,T,V

used Mylar as bags & to press = A,T,V  

leis = A,T,V

feathers= T,V

black nail polish= O,T,V

honeycombed party décor (staple “pull” string on edge of closed honeycomb. Student helps open it flat on desk or fully open.  Fingers stick in holes.  It makes crinkly sound when squeezed.) = A, T, V


Appropriate for Light Box:

orange Jello= O,T,V

clear, colored soaps= O,T,V
orange fruit rolls= O,T,V
orange marmalade= O,T,V
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1.  Black/Orange Colors- continued

canned mandarin oranges in zip lock= O,T,V
color tissue= A,T,V

2. Candy

Please go to your local candy store & select candies with a variety of flavors & colors, searching for translucent items for the Light Box.  For example:

Candy corn= O, V
various sized jaw breakers= A,O,T,V

rough pariels= A,O,T,V
jelly bellies & fish= O,T,V
chocolate covered espresso beans= A,O,V
crawlers & worms= O,T,V
cola bottles= A,O,T,V
licorice & red whips= A,O,T,V
bumpy belts= O,T,V
rock candy swizzle sticks= O,T,V
O’s with holes = O,T,V
wrinkly wrapped candies= A,T,V

rubber bat, snake, bugs, spider on elastic cord= T,V
