Instructions:  Dual Monitor with Split Screen Function
1.  Plug in the VGA cord from the monitor (see picture below – has little prongs):
2. Hold down function key (the blue Fn key) and while holding it, press F3 (the blue function key with an icon of a split screen; on other computers, it may be a different numbered F key, like F4)
3. Right click on the desktop
4. Click on “Properties”

5. Click on “Advanced”

6. Click on topmost tab:  “Intel Graphics Accelerator Driver for Mobile….etc.”
7. Click on “Graphic Properties”
8. Under “Multiple Display”, select “extended display”

9. Settings should show primary device:  notebook (laptop) and secondary device:  monitor
10.  Apply

11. Confirm “ok”

12. Open one document – this should be the document where Zoomtext Reader is NOT needed, such as a worksheet.  Click on the topmost dark blue bar; drag to wherever your monitor is located (left or right) – it should then appear on the desktop of the monitor

13.  Open another document, but leave it on the desktop of the laptop.  

14.  Student will then view two documents at once, and can move the cursor back and forth from one document to the other.
Using Zoomtext Reader with a Split Screen/Dual Monitor
As of 1/09, Zoomtext reader will only work with the document that is on the laptop; not the monitor.  

This dual monitor feature is only available with the most recent version of Zoomtext, 9.1
1. Go to Magnifier tab

2. Go to pull-down menu on “Type”
3. Enable the dual monitor

There are two options:  Primary span view (one document spans across the laptop and the monitor) or Clone view (one document appears the same on both the laptop and the monitor)

Hot keys:  

1. Windows – Shift – D:  to enable and disable Dual Monitor view

2. Windows – Shift-Z:  to shift from primary span to clone view, or vice versa
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
