Information for Administering the SAT in Braille (2009)
I administered one portion of the test on a Saturday morning, independent from the SAT group. The time and location was scheduled in advance with the school's grade level counselor or head test administrator. 

The proctor guide booklet will tell you exactly how many minutes will be allowed for each section for Braille readers. The SAT was scheduled over the course of a few Saturdays with the possibility of completing the test on the following Monday, if needed. 

I was given all testing materials and I brought them to the test site. Being that it was a Saturday, I took them home with me and returned them to the school on Monday. 

There are forms that need to be completed as the test proctor. You will be paid per session. The school's test administrator should go over which forms you will need to complete and return.

I recently completed the SAT test.  I would look at the testing accommodations made for the student first.  If the student has been approved for testing in a separate location, then that's fine.  Yes, if the student is a braille reader you can complete the test in two days.  
The I worked with my student on a Saturday from 7:30-2:30 and again on the following Monday from 1:30-3:30.  The testing booklet lays out all the rules for you.  They have specific dates you are allowed to take the second half of the test.  There will also be a sheet in the testing packet that has you fill out where the student sat in reference to you in whatever location it's taken.  You must indicate what room on campus the test was taken.  Each section is multiplied by 100% time, so most sections will allow you 2 hours.  Subject tests are much shorter in length, about 30 min (or 1 hr. for 100%).  

 

Also check what accommodations the student is allowed on the test.  My student had to enter answers into the braille note, print the answers, and then write a list of information on the back including her name, registration number, test code, location code, etc.  Like I said, you will have plenty of time during the test to read through the booklet where the information is carefully laid out for you.  First step though would be contacting the administrator that will be receiving the test, and asking to review the manual ahead of time so you know what is going on.
